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What is the Meaning of Spirals in Celtic Art?  

Almost every construction in the natural world is based on spirals and circles, and throughout history these 
patterns have appeared on decorative art. Early man would have been influenced by the beauty of spirals in shells ς the 
earliest dwellings were round, and key patterns (spirals drawn using straight lines) have been found engraved on 
mammoth ivory. Egyptians used spirals as decoration, and double spirals appear on bronze age metalwork of the Baltic 
countries. However, it was the Celts who developed the most complicated double and triple interlocking spirals, 
covering bronze ornaments, stones and wonderful illuminated manuscripts with fanciful whorls. 

Throughout the Celtic lands, sacred places were marked by carved pillars ς an expression of energy in imitation 
of the tree, a potent life symbol for Celts. The patterns on these pillars mimicked the richly decorated "carpet pages" of 
illuminated manuscripts, which in turn showed the influence of intricate interlacing from ancient pagan metalwork. 

What is the Meaning of Celtic Crosses? 

Standing stones were linked with Celtic pagan sun cults. Just as Christian missionaries embraced and changed 
water cults into a Christian focus on healing wells, these stones became crosses and a focus for worship. Ordinary men 
were influenced by the beauty and story-telling powers of carved crosses.  Celtic design combined with Christian motifs 
to produce a style rich with intricate patterns and symbolism. By the seventh century, rough standing stones had 
evolved into finely wrought crosses and were the main ornament of monasteries, although they were still sculpted with 
traditional pagan Celtic motifs of spirals and triskeles. 

What are Tr iskeles? 

The triskele is a three-armed whirligig. It was a sacred Celtic symbol combining two significant elements ς the 
mystic number three and the idea of rotation. For pagan Celts, the rotation of the sun and the seasons was very 
important. A triskele was a protection from evil spirits. Its tripartite form made it easy to connect the triskele with the 
Christian concept of the trinity in later Celtic art. 

 
WHAT IS A CLAN?

What is a Clan?  This is a question that has been asked many ǘƛƳŜǎ ŀƭƻƴƎ ǿƛǘƘ άǿƘŀǘ Ŏƭŀƴ Řƻ L ōŜƭƻƴƎ ǘƻΚέ tŜƻǇƭŜ 

who ask for information regarding the clan to which they may belong are often lacking the knowledge of the nature of a 
clan. The difference between a clan, a sept and a family is most important; the answer is that they are all families, with 
only subtle classifications. 

A clan in Scotland is a principal family that is a legally recognized group of which the head is a legally recognized 
chief. This group is a corporation much the same as a company or organization is recognized by the law. A group that 
does not have a chief has no official or legal position in Scotland. The Arms and the Seal of the chief are the seal of his 
ŎƻǊǇƻǊŀǘƛƻƴ ƛǎǎǳŜŘ ōȅ [ƻǊŘ [ȅƻƴΩǎ ƭŜǘǘŜǊ ƻŦ tŀǘŜƴǘ ǘƻ ōŜ ǳǎŜŘ ƻƴƭȅ ōȅ ƘƛƳ ǘƻ ǎŜŀƭ ƛƳǇortant clan documents. The clan, as 
incorporated, is the recognized personal and heritable property of the chief. That person owns it and is responsible for 
its administration and all other aspects of growth and direction.  

The clans are thought to have originated in the Highlands and families in the Lowlands.  Today, no such 
distinction exists. Clan territories were the development of lands, either owned or controlled by the head of a family or 
the chief of the clan. The people who came to live on those lands were usually those families or groups of families that 
the chief had adopted as members of his clan; however, there are families that lived on such territory and were not 
members of the clan. There are some sept families that belong to more than one clan. Primarily, these families owed

now become the clan badge, but it should be borne in mind that a sept-family is only so by the acceptance of the chief.  
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Persons who have a name that is recorded as an accepted sept of a clan must also bear in mind that there are  
more than one branch of any family. As an example, Wilson is a sept family of clan Gunn, but Wilson has more than one 
progenitor family line; thus, all Wilsons are not related to each other. In order to know if a person whose name is Wilson 
is a member of clan Gunn, genealogical research would be required to determine if his particular branch of that Wilson 
line was a sept family of clan Gunn.  Today, however, most clans will accept any branch of the sept family and 
genealogical proof is not necessary. Of course, if a person has a sept name which is known to be a sept family to a 
number of other clans, he should determine from what part of Scotland his family originally came and render allegiance 
to the clan of that area; if he does not know where they came from, he should perhaps owe allegiance to the clan to 
which his family had traditionally owed allegiance. Lastly, family surnames that have the same spelling as that of the 
chief are thought to be members of his clan.

     Named after the red-orange Kornel cherry, carnelian was 

believed by the Romans to be a stone of courage--able to shore 

up confidence and strength. In ancient Egypt, the stone was 

placed on mummies to assist the dead in their journey to the 

afterlife. 

     From antiquity, carnelian has been worn in cameos in the 

belief that it will ward off insanity and depression. In 

contemporary times, carnelian is thought by some to enhance 

self esteem, to combat feelings of inadequacy, and to increase 

physical energy. In the home, it is sometimes used as a talisman 

to protect against fire and misfortune. Carnelian is associated 

with the solar plexus chakra (the yellow chakra), in which 

imbalances are thought to cause digestive problems, as well as 

lack of confidence. 

     The Celtic Triquetra symbolizes infinity, because it is an 

endless design formed by one line. To Christians the three points 

intersecting to form one design make it a symbol of the Trinity, 

which is why it is also known as the Trinity Knot. Others 

consider is to be a sign of common ground and coming together.
